Living the Scandalous Gospel! Now there’s a provocative image. That’s the theme for 
this year’s diocesan convention, October 17-19 at the Cathedral of St. John the Divine 
in Spokane. You’ll be hearing more about convention in the months to come as our 
clergy, our delegates (Sharon Nitz, Samantha Wohlfeil, Rob McCoy), youth 
representatives and other diocesan ministry leaders prepare to assemble for a weekend 
of deliberation with our bishop, who will have just returned from The Lambeth 
Conference. Meanwhile, as we prepare for the start of our school year, as we 
welcome new faces in our pews and greet friends returning from their summer 
travels, let us imagine what it might mean to live the scandalous gospel, to live the 
good news that Jesus preached. 

In preparing for the Anti-Racism training in Lewiston just concluded, I’ve 
been reading Gardiner Shattuck’s book, Episcopalians and Race. It’s not an easy 
read, as over and over again I watch an institutional church reluctant to rock the boat, 
“pleasant people,” whose commitment to “unity at all cost” often cost us the 
opportunity to stand as witnesses of the good news. Discouraging as that long story 
has been to read, to keep my spirits up I held in front of me the cover of the July 20 
issue of The Living Church depicting the ordination and consecration of the Rt. Rev. 
Eugene Sutton, the great-grandson of slaves, as the bishop of Maryland. Then came 
the next week’s cover, with an even greater picture, of youth of all ethnic 
backgrounds converging on San Antonio for the Episcopal Youth Event (including 
three of our own — see page 7). 

As we resume our regular worship hours of 8 and 10 later this month (August 
17) let us explore the ways in which we not only attend church but we are the church. 
How do we embody the Christ who freed us from the power of sin and death; how do 
we live the scandalous gospel that proclaims hope, peace, hospitality and generosity 
not only in our worship but in our lives?

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EYE 2008

  Sown in the Heart of Christ. This was the theme introduced at the Episcopal Youth Event (EYE) this 
year in San Antonio, Texas. Throughout the week of July 8-July 13, the youth of the Episcopal Church medi-
tated on this theme together and learned what it means in their everyday life to be sown in the heart of Christ.  
 

Our adventure began when we, (we being Kate Burns, Micah Cruver and Samantha Wohlfeil, along 
with the other youth from around the diocese that made up the 13 youth that went to EYE to represent our 
area), arrived at Holy Trinity Church in Spokane, for some pre-EYE preparations and worship. Activities in-
cluded spray painting a diocesan banner to show off in the main gathering space at EYE and a little worship 
to focus ourselves in for the week ahead. We all got to wake up at the chipper hour of 4:00am to get to the 
airport and fly to San Antonio. After several hours of travel we finally made it to Texas just in time to experi-
ence a torrential downpour as we rushed with our luggage to the pick-up spot outside another terminal. 

 
That evening there was a welcome program in Laurie Auditorium where we got our first glimpse at 

the more than 1000 youth that we would be spending the week with. Later that evening we enjoyed interact-
ing with the other youth through an ice cream social. 

 
 We experienced numerous wonderful services in Trinity’s large auditorium. Katharine Jefferts Schori 
gave an inspiring sermon after which she wished us luck on our faith journey. One of the services given was 
completely in Spanish, which must have been refreshing for the youth from the Dominican Republic and 
other Dioceses from Province IX. A healing service was offered, which proved to be emotional, but left eve-
rybody spiritually rejuvenated. Morning programs were upbeat and proved to be in the Episcopal spirit (there 
was PLENTY of standing up and sitting down), featuring a wonderful music team, drama performances, and 
news casts put together by the media team (which can be found online at www.eye2008.org). Also, each 
morning, a guest speaker gave a presentation of some sort, each of which were insightful, and got our mind 
focused on different aspects of our inner faith.  
 
 In the afternoons, various workshops and forums were offered. There was a forum for each of the Mil-
lennium Development Goals, which educated the youth on what the Episcopal Church has chosen to make its 
#1 priority. The workshops also proved to be very informative, including “Inter-Denominational and Inter-
Religious Understanding through Contemplative Prayer” which was led by our Diocese’s own Chase Shields, 
which was spiritually educational, leading the youth to look closer at their own faith using meditation exer-
cises. Another workshop entitled “Finding God in Film” was led by a woman named Susan Peek. During the 
workshop participants watched four short films and looked for religious influences in everything from props 
to characters and the music used. The youth were then encouraged to look for the same types of religious in-
fluences in their everyday lives.  Other workshops offered included everything from “How to Get into Col-
lege” to “Mexican Inspired Arts & Crafts” to “How to Share your Faith.” Youth from our diocese attended 
many different workshops and were able to come back and reflect with each other on the different things they 
had learned.  
 

 EYE turned out to be a life-changing event for all youth that participated, especially for those from 

this Diocese, and we greatly appreciate the financial help and support from St. James, which made our jour-

ney possible. Through our experiences in San Antonio, we have strengthened our faith, and fortified relation-

ships with youth from around the country for years to come.  
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“We are no longer strangers and sojourners but fellow citizens 
with the saints and members of the household of God.”
